Montessori determined through her observation 

that children ages 6-12 are storytellers and enjoy collabora-

tion.  Thus, her lessons and materials require a lot 

of storytelling and collaboration in the Montessori elemen-

tary class.   

This week has been full of storytelling:   

Me Bags brought by the kids and me to tell about us as 

people- our interests and what makes us unique.  

Summer homework: assignments where the students 

were able to tell what they did over the break and 

then they shared the adventures on the first day of school.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The Great Lessons of Maria Montessori: told by me to 

bring to life the coming of the universe, the coming of life, 

the coming of humans as well as the stories of the begin-

nings of language and numbers..  

I began the year with Montessoriôs first Great Lesson which 

she called ñThe God with No Handsò which shares the story 

of how some people believe the universe and all in it came 

to be. We talked about this being a folk story, mythology, 

and all cultures have this type of storytelling about things 

they did not understand. How did all we see come to be in 

existence? We then learned about the scientific notion: The 

Big Bang.   

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Next was the Second Great Lesson: The Coming of Life.  I 

tell this story of the new beginnings of life once the Earth 

cooled and life was able to happen when water appeared. 

There is a timeline showing many creatures that came to 

be.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The Field Museum has an excellent exhibit about this called 

Evolving Planet.  

We will continue with the other 3 as the week progresses.  

I have also shared through storytelling some notable histor-

ic legendary characters: Gilgamesh, Beowulf, Aladdin from 

Arabian Nights and one story of the Canterbury Tales. The 

kids cannot wait until I finish the books to peruse the text 

and pictures in better details.  

 

It is a great place for working together and telling stories. I 

hope that they are coming home to tell you some of our 

stories of recess, research, new lessons and read aloud. 

Enjoy every story with your child.  
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NEWS FROM THE SOUTH ROOM

Our first week of school was very busy and exciting. We began 

our days outside, socializing and enjoying the expansive play-

ground. Some children engaged in group games while others 

choose to run and explore the equipment. The group games 

allow new children to meet others and feel welcome. It is very 

important for each child to feel safe and welcome into our com-

munity. A sense of security is essential to success outside of 

the home. 

 

Our very first lesson was on, how to line up. Each child needs 

to leave a space around the front and back of their own body, 

keeping hands at our sides and following each other into the 

building slowly. The children then learned to exchange shoes, 

hang their jacket on a hanger and zip, button or snap and be-

fore entering the classroom. All hats are hung on a hanger 

until we return outside.  

 

At the beginning the school year there is both an early morning 

and post work cycle line time. The morning line time is very 

informative and full of basic presentations. We sing songs 

about community, friendships and name songs. I am sure you 

have heard a few of them. These songs strengthen the sense 

of community and help each child to feel a sense of belonging 

within the group.  Our formal lessons began with carrying a 

rug, rolling and unrolling a rug, as well as how to walk around 

a rug and within the classroom. We use walking feet, inside 

voices and gentle hands. Safety is a the most important rule in 

our room.    

Lessons on Grace and Courtesy are also given at this time. 

We did quite a bit of role-playing as older children modeled 

how to ask for help, how to wait, and how to watch another 

child.  

 

 

 

 

 

Everyone enjoyed having at least one turn to model different 

lessons. Presentations were given for basic Practical Life and 

Sensorial activities each morning. Work time began and every-

one was excited to choose work. During the work cycle individu-

al children are given more specific lessons catered to childôs 

age group. These early morning lessons will continue and build 

upon one another other laying the foundations of each childôs 

classroom experience.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

As the weeks progress the children become more confident 

each day, learning new activities through both group and indi-

vidual presentations given. Repetition is key to each childôs indi-

vidual success. Taking the time to master each activity may last 

from a few days to a few months. Each interaction with a materi-

al brings new aspects, defines the content and refines the 

childôs experience.  

 

 

 

Ask our first week wraps up, we would like to stress how happy 

we are to have a wonderful group of friends who are beginning 

to form friendships and cooperate and help each other learn. It 

will be a wonderful year! We have no doubts about it!

At 4:00 the Pre-K and Elementary students join us where we 

are able to do some Art, using crayons, markers or colored 

pencils or working with Legos.
